UZBEKISTAN - Believers Arrested and Fined in Uzbekistan – Forum 18 News

In recent weeks officials have been cracking down on Christians throughout Uzbekistan, according to Forum 18 News. Thirteen Uzbek Christians from an unregistered Baptist church in the city of Almalyk were arrested on March 15 when the Police Anti-Terrorism Department raided a home where they had gathered for worship. On April 3, the Christians were found guilty of "attracting believers of one confession to another" and fined 50 times the minimum monthly salary (approx. US $955). The verdict states that the church members were distributing religious literature without permission and had gathered for an "illegal religious teaching meeting." April 5, two believers of an unregistered Baptist church were arrested by police officers at the metro station in Tashkent. Ilgiz Bikkinin and Vera Prokhorova were questioned and their Bibles and other Christian literature confiscated. According to local believers, a case is being prepared against them for their alleged "illegal production, import, storage or distribution of religious literature" and "violations of the Religion Law." Ask God to provide financially for believers who have been fined. Pray that authorities will allow Christians to freely worship together. Pray that increased persecution will result in increased boldness among Uzbek Christians.

SAUDI ARABIA - Saudi Blogger Released from Prison – Compass Direct News

On March 28, Hamoud Bin Saleh was released from prison, according to Compass Direct News. Saleh, a Saudi Arabian Christian, was arrested in mid-January for writing on his blog about his conversion from Islam. He is reportedly forbidden to travel outside the country or appear in the media. In a recent post on his blog, Saleh attributed his release to several human rights groups that campaigned on his behalf.
