About our speakers -

Robert J. Stamps lives in Virginia with his wife Ellen deKroon Stamps.  Robert received a BA from Wheaton College, IL in ’63, a MDiv from Asbury, Kentucky in ’68, and a PhD from the University of Nottingham, England in ’86.  He has also studied at University of Edinburgh, Northwestern University of IL, and the Institute for Holy Land Studies, Israel.  Ordained in 1966 through the United Methodist Church, he has served appointments as university chaplain and pastor of congregations across the US.  He is also a writer of several published hymns, a connoisseur of great music and a student of American Civil War.  In 2007, Dr. Stamps’ doctoral thesis, The Sacrament of the Word Made Flesh, was published by Rutherford House, Scotland. 

 Ellen de Kroon Stamps, Dutch born, received her RN from the Academic Hospital of Utrecht in the Netherlands.  She has used her nursing degree across the world: delivering babies in Austria, offering professional care to the elderly at a retirement facility in England and working in a AIDS clinic in Minnesota.  In 1967 Ellen was asked by Corrie ten Boom – author of “The Hiding Place” – to become her nurse, secretary and traveling companion.  She has written an account of their life and travels together: “My Years With Corrie,” published in 1978.   She met Bob, who was serving as chaplain to the students of Oral Roberts University,  They were married in August of 1976 and Ellen promptly became the defacto women’s chaplain of the university.  Over the past year Ellen has learned more about her shepherding vocation in the church (Third Presbyterian Church in Richmond, VA) serving on the Mission Committee and as one of the directors of prayer ministry.  She has recently concluded helping to organize “Mosaic,” a “Buddy System” for special needs children in the church.  Every Wednesday afternoon, Ellen can be found in the Richmond city jail where she teaches the Bible to women inmates.  During the week she helps those who are released find their places again in society.   Bob & Ellen are parents of two grown children.

Voice Of The Martyrs –USA Prayer Update 

PAKISTAN — Woman encouraged in Prison — VOM Contacts
Romans 15:4-6
For whatever things were written before were written for our learning, that we through the patience and comfort of the Scriptures might have hope. Now may the God of patience and comfort grant you to be like-minded toward one another, according to Christ Jesus, that you may with one mind and one mouth glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.

On Sept. 16, The Voice of the Martyrs contacts in Pakistan reported that 20-year-old Sandul Bibi’s faith is strong despite being held in prison for 11 months. She is encouraged by reading the Bible and a copy of Tortured for Christ. “In the month of March, Sandul…studied (Tortured for Christ). She is really encouraged. Last month when she traveled for Faisalabad for [a] court hearing, secretly she gave that book to her father Gull Sheer and said to him, ‘Please read it in jail. This is a unique book,’” VOM contacts said. When Sandul’s family visited her in prison during the recent Muslim holiday, Ramadan, she told them about fellow prisoners trying to pressure her to celebrate the Islamic holiday which forces Muslims to fast from sun up to sundown. “I am Christian I pray to Jesus Christ why should I say prayers with you,” she told them. “I will not do that.” Even though Sandul has faced some challenges in prison, she told her family her faith in Christ is strong. “When I feel lonely, I talk with God during the prayers, in the presence of God I feel strengthened and peace in mind. I am happy that this way. God fulfils his words that “I am with you,” Sandul said.

CHINA — Prominent pastor detained by officials — China Aid Association
Psalm 100: 1-5
Make a joyful shout to the LORD, all you lands! Serve the LORD with gladness; Come before His presence with singing. Know that the LORD, He is God; It is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; We are His people and the sheep of His pasture. Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, And into His courts with praise. Be thankful to Him, and bless His name. For the LORD is good; His mercy is everlasting, And His truth endures to all generations.

On Sept. 17, Pastor Hua Huiqi was arrested by Chinese authorities in Fengtai District, Beijing, according to China Aid Association. Pastor Hua reportedly called his wife, Ju Mei, and told her he had been forced into a Public Security Bureau (PSB) vehicle while on his way to a dinner meeting. Less than half-an-hour later, Hua phoned his wife again and told her that the police had taken him to an unknown location. The phone line then went dead. Meanwhile, on September 22, Pastor Hua was escorted to Beijing Tiantan Hospital by five PSB officials to visit with his brother, Hua Huilin who is seriously ill. The Hua family's request for him to visit his brother had previously been denied. His elderly mother, Shuang Shuying, who was released from prison a few months ago, is also seriously ill and Hua has been denied requests to visit her. Pray for this family that has endured a lot for the sake of Christ. Ask God for Hua’s release and for healing for his brother and mother. Pray believers in China will remain faithful.
