     Our guest speaker, Bob Tuttle, was born in North Carolina, the son of a UM minister.  After his undergraduate degree at Duke University, he then completed graduate degrees at Garrett-Evangelical Theological Seminary and the Wheaton Graduate School of Theology before completing the Ph.D. degree at the University of Bristol in England.

     Bob then served churches in North Carolina and Colorado before beginning his teaching career at Fuller Theological Seminary in Pasadena, CA.  Since that time Bob has taught at the Oral Roberts Graduate School of Theology, Garrett- Evangelical Theological Seminary and Asbury Theological Seminary in Wilmore, Kentucky before moving to the Asbury Florida Campus in 2000.

     Bob spends most of his time teaching and writing but goes out once a month to teach and preach at conferences, universities, and local churches around the world.  He has preached and/or taught in nearly every state in the U.S. and over 30 countries.

     He is committed to Christ and Church.  His understanding of the Christian faith has led him to a ministry of sharing the good news of what God has done for us in Jesus Christ and the power of the Holy Spirit available through personal faith in Him.

     Bob and his wife, Dianne, have homes near Asheville, NC and Orlando, FL where they enjoy entertaining, gardening, fishing, and visiting with family (four grown children and two grandchildren) and friends.

     Bob has a fairly new book entitled, The Story of Evangelism, A History of the Witness of the Gospel (Abingdon Press, 2006).  His latest book, Shortening the Leap, From Honest Doubt to Enduring Faith (Bristol Books) came out in the Fall of 2007.

Dear Friends,  

   It was only a week away.  Eric had been dreading his next week at school; it was time for his Science test – his least favorite subject.  Test after test, no matter how hard he tried, Eric could not pass his Science exam.  The constant fighting in his home, the sporadic presence of his father because he was in and out of prison and the constant verbal abuse he endured at home did not help his circumstance.  It was just as he expected; he received a ‘D’ on the test.  Feeling less than confident and angry at anyone who crossed his path, Eric didn’t know that a blessing was about to come his way.

   As he pulled in the gates at the Florida United Methodist Children’s Home, he remembered feeling oddly at ease.  He remembered looking around and thinking, “I don’t know why, but I feel safe here.”  Once he met his House Parents and the other boys in the cottage, he became even more positive and excited about the future.

   Now a resident of the Children’s Home for a little over a month, Eric is doing great.  When I asked Eric to tell me one of his favorite things about being here, he told me it was his tutor and all the help she had given him with his worst subject.  (Not being the answer I was expecting, thinking it might be recreation or Chapel Singers, I asked him to tell me more.)  Eric told me about his first trip to the Education Department when he met his tutor, Mrs. R, whom he liked immediately.  When asked what subject he wanted to focus on he said, “Well that’s easy…Science.  No matter how hard I try I just can’t do well.”  And so, together, they started working.

   After a month of tutoring, another test was fast approaching.  Still a bit unsure of his ability, Eric was the last to finish the test.  The next day when the teacher passed back the test, he just couldn’t look.  He wanted to wait and look at it with Mrs. R.  That day after school they looked together and when Eric saw the big, red A+, he couldn’t help but be overcome with a new sense of confidence and joy.

   It is through the support and prayers offered by your ministry, that miracles like Eric’s happen on our campus every day.  Your generous gifts enable us to provide our children with the opportunities they deserve.  The encouragement that your group provides means the world to us.  Thank you for keeping our children first through your support and in your prayers.

TRUSTEES  COMMITTEE

According to the Book of Discipline, “Each church shall have a Board of Trustees, consisting of not fewer that three nor more than nine persons.  It is recommended that at least one-third of the Board be laywomen and that at least one-third be laymen.  The members of the Board of Trustees shall be divided into three classes, and each class shall, as nearly as possible, consist of an equal number of members, and each class shall serve a term of 3 years.  The Trustees shall hold title and manage the property belonging to the Church.  The Board of Trustees is responsible for the purchase, sale, mortgage, encumbrance, construction, repair, remodeling and maintenance of any and all property of the Church.”  The Trustees are to ensure that the Church and its property are maintained in a satisfactory manner to enable the congregation to reach out to our community and world by sharing the Gospel of Christ through our actions and words.
